March 15 — 4th Sunday of Lent 

“Jesus said to her, ‘Did I not tell you that if you believe you will 
see the glory of God?’”  

John 11:40 

Many of us say that we believe in God. We attend Sunday 
Mass and participate in parish events. But when life gets hard 
and the pressure is on, when things aren’t going our way, do 
we really believe? Do we really put our trust in the Lord? 
When we live a life of gratitude, recognizing all that we have 
been given, we really do see that God is providing for our 
needs. Living a grateful and generous life allows us to see 
God’s active presence in our daily lives and we become 
“partakers of the divine nature.”

Regulations for Lenten Fasting and Abstinence 

 Abstinence from meat is to be observed by all Catholics 14 
years old and older on Ash Wednesday and on all Fridays of 
Lent (no meat, but eggs, milk, broth are okay). Fasting means 
limiting oneself on a given fast day. Those 18 years of age but 
not yet 59 are obligated to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good 
Friday. On fast days, two small meals and one full meal are 
permitted. The small meals together may not equal one full 
meal. Eating between meals on fast days is not permitted.  

Our soup suppers and Stations of the Cross will continue on 
Wednesdays during Lent. Each week, our youth serve a se-
lection of soups and they are always delicious! Following this 
meal and time of fellowship, we will gather in the church to 
meditate on Jesus’ passion and follow in his footsteps as he 
completes his way of the cross. Please join us! 

Did you know? Catholics fast for at least one hour be-
fore receiving communion. This helps them feel hunger and 
spiritually prepare to receive Christ in the Eucharist. This 
also  includes gum, and one of the worst places to dispose 
of gum is under the pews, as this  shows disrespect for the 
sacred space and the community that gathers there.    

I ask you: have you ever thought that every 
time we go to the confessional, there is joy and 
celebration in heaven? Have you ever thought 
about that? It is beautiful … and fills us with 

great hope, because there is no sin to which we 
have stooped from which, by the grace of God, 
we cannot rise up again. There is no person who 
is beyond recovery, no-one is beyond recovery. 
Because God never ceases to want what is good 

for us, even when we sin!

Sacred Paschal Triduum (Holy Thursday - Holy Saturday) 
At the very heart of the liturgical year is the celebration of the Triduum. The Evening Mass of the Lord's Supper, begins the Easter 
Triduum, which ends after the Paschal (Easter) Vigil on Holy Saturday night. This is one single liturgy that unfolds over the course of 
three days. It is the solemn celebration of the passion, death, and resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ. No Morning Masses allowed 
during the Sacred Triduum. 

Thursday April 2 Holy Thursday
The Mass of the Lord’s Supper @ St. Andrew 7:00pm

The Easter [Paschal] fast, from Holy Thursday evening after the Mass of the Lord’s Supper through Holy Saturday after the Easter Vigil, is 
sacred. According to ancient tradition, the Church fasts "because the Bridegroom has been taken away." Mark 2:19-20 Good Friday is a 
day of fasting and abstinence from flesh meat; it is also recommended (though not required), if possible, that the fast be continued on 
Holy Saturday until the Easter Vigil; so that the Church, with uplifted and welcoming heart, be ready to celebrate the joys of the Sunday of 
the Resurrection.

Plenary indulgences available during Sacred Triduum



Indulgences, as understood by the Catholic Church, are the remission of temporal punishment for 
sins already forgiven, offering spiritual healing through acts of charity, prayer, or devotion, rather than 
a cancellation of sin itself. They deepen our spiritual life by encouraging detachment from sin, 
fostering a closer relationship with Christ, and facilitating the cleansing of the soul, either for oneself 
or for souls in Purgatory.

Holy Thursday - Eucharistic Procession and Adoration
“A plenary indulgence  is granted [under the usual conditions] to the faithful who piously recite [or 
sing] the verses of the Tantum ergo Sacramentum [“Come adore this wondrous presence”] after the 
Mass of the Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday during the solemn reposition of the Most Blessed 
Sacrament [at the end of Mass].”

Good Friday - Adoration of the Cross

liturgical action of Good Friday devoutly assist at the adoration of the Cross.”

legitimately approved formula.”

5. It is appropriate, but not necessary, that the sacramental Confession and especially Holy 
Communion and the prayer for the Pope's intentions take place on the same day that the indulgenced 
work is performed; but it is sufficient that these sacred rites and prayers be carried out within several 
days (about 20) before or after the indulgenced act. Prayer for the Pope's intentions is left to the 
choice of the faithful, but an "Our Father" and a "Hail Mary" are suggested. One sacramental 
Confession suffices for several plenary indulgences, but a separate Holy Communion and a separate 
prayer for the Holy Father's intentions are required for each plenary indulgence.
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
